SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION ABOUT THIS POST

	The post holder will be based in SEPA’s Waste and Industry Team, which deals with Scotland’s more technically complex industrial processes. In the role you will work closely with colleagues in the team but will also be required to provide specialist technical support to other functions within SEPA.
The post holder will require to be able to build good working relationships and engage effectively with those we regulate, local communities, partner bodies, and other relevant stakeholders.

The post holder will be fully accountable for delegated responsibilities in respect of the application of The Pollution Prevention & Control (Scotland) Regulations 2012 (as amended) (PPC), The Control of Major Accident Hazards Regulations 2015 (COMAH), and other relevant legislation to improve or maintain compliance, with the ability to adapt their approach to suit the circumstances, from coaching to formal enforcement.

In addition, the postholder must have the ability to work collaboratively with those we regulate and other stakeholders, to pursue opportunities that help tackle systemic environmental issues such as over-use of natural resources, climate change and biodiversity loss.
The Waste and Industry Team has responsibility for Oil and Natural Gas processing terminals, Energy from Waste (Incineration/gasification/pyrolysis) plants, Paper mills, Production of primary aluminium, Power generation and Carbon Capture Technology (including new major developments), Whisky production and storage, Waste recovery activities, Chemicals manufacturing and Bulk Chemical storage.
A core role of the team is also to provide specialist technical support to the local regulatory teams.
Key tasks that the post holder will undertake include:

· consider, investigate and respond to all aspects of permits relating to industrial processes covered by PPC legislation/regulation and other environmental legislation, including determining applications for permits, assessing compliance, and responding to complaints and incidents
· be fully accountable for delegated responsibilities in respect of their application at establishments covered by COMAH, as part of the joint Competent Authority with the HSE. 

· contribute to SEPA’s policies and procedures that support the application of the PPC / COMAH regulations.

· assess the need for environmental monitoring (e.g. emissions to atmosphere) and to liaise with SEPA’s scientists and technicians or contractors for such monitoring.

· provide advice and guidance on areas such as process development and consequential impact on the environment, the application of BAT, clean process techniques, waste minimisation, and resource and energy efficiency.

· respond to planning consultations for complex PPC installations.
The post provides an opportunity to join a team who practice mutual support, which includes specialists regulating the more complex sites within SEPA’s remit. It is an excellent opportunity for candidates with practical industrial or regulatory experience who can apply their expertise in a pro-active regulatory role.
